Bird Link Map – Laguna Madre
The following map was produced by Peter Blancher (Environment Canada) and show breeding areas for birds wintering or passing through the continentally important NABCI sites in Mexico.  The map is based on the species lists from each site that were sent from Mexico (excel spreadsheet).  

The map shows only species that migrate at least in part from Canada and/or the United States, and are also identified as a priority species at the continental scale by the bird initiatives (landbirds, shorebirds, waterfowl, waterbirds) or as species at risk in Mexico as identified in the spreadsheets. 
The map is weighted by the proportion of birds that migrate out of Canada and the United States (to emphasize links between the 3 countries), and by their abundance at each Mexican site relative to their overall (global) abundance (see excel spreadsheet).  Weighting by abundance at the Mexican sites was based on categories of abundance provided, usually a scale such as "very abundant, abundant, common, uncommon, rare, occasional", but sometimes just 1 or 2 of these categories.  Some sites / species were just noted as present, and are still included if they are priority migrants.
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
